




Q. What should I be prepared to discuss in the anesthesia admission interview?
A. Prospective candidates must be prepared for interviewers to pose diverse questions to gauge
their comprehension of the nurse anesthetist's responsibilities, drive, aspirations, leadership
abilities, and clinical expertise. ICU clinical knowledge, encompassing but not restricted to ventilator
management, ABGs (arterial blood gases), vasoactive pharmacology, lab values, hemodynamics,
cardiac, respiratory, and neurophysiology, will also be assessed during the interview process.

CRITICAL CARE EXPERIENCE 

Q. What is the average range in years of critical care experience of those accepted into the
program?
A. 2 to 6 years

Q. What types of critical care experience are accepted? Which are preferred?
A. Critical care experience must be obtained in a critical care area within the United States, its
territories, or a U.S. military hospital outside the United States. During this experience, the
registered professional nurse has developed critical decision-making
